Allan Anderson is Senior Grant Making Manager for London at The
National Community Lottery Fund, overseeing the Fund’s grant giving
and relationships across the capital. Allan previously worked in the
voluntary sector for 16 years in health, latterly as CEO of Positively
UK, a national HIV support organisation providing peer support and
integrating community care within the NHS.

Matthew Brown

Matthew Brown started his career in HM Revenue and Customs and
became an equal opportunities officer for the Publicand Commercial
Services Union. In 1997 he canvassed for Labour at the general
election and was later persuaded to run for a council seat in what
was then his home seat of Tulketh, north-west Preston. He won on
his first attempt in 2002, aged 30.

He was appointed cabinet member for community engagement and
inclusion almost nine years ago, in a city riven by inequality.

In the UK the ‘Preston Model’ has received substantial coverage as one of the first adopters
of Community Wealth Building with over 50 areas in the UK also looking to implement this
approach including the Scottish and Welsh Governments, Liverpool and Greater Manchester
City Regions and a growing number of local authorities including many now in London.

The VCFS sector has a key role to play in supporting this agenda to ensure inequality is
tackled and campaigning for a £4bn Community Wealth Fund nationally.

Cait Cooper

Cait Cooper is the Deputy Director for Mental Health and Wellbeing
in Schools at the Anna Freud National Centre for Children and
Families. Cait recently joined the Anna Freud Centre; in her previous
post she was a member of a Senior Leadership team specialising in
Inclusion and Safeguarding.

Cait has vast teaching experience and a strong understanding of
the current education landscape; she is passionate about providing
schools with the knowledge and tools necessary to support children and young people’s
mental health and wellbeing. At the Anna Freud Centre Cait takes strategic oversight of
a large number of projects including training packages, government initiatives and the
growing Schools in Mind network.

Councillor Hopkins was deputy leader of the council from 2018, and
a councillor in Oval ward since 2010. He has been a Cabinet Member
since 2012, covering various portfolios including regeneration,
economic development, employment, planning, community safety
and culture.

Adrianaisanexperienced curatorandleaderinthearts, with specialist
knowledge of culture led regeneration. At Peabody she is developing
anambitiousandlongterm cultural planfor ThamesmeadasLondon’s
new town. This includes London’s first Cultural Infrastructure Plan
for Thamesmead; new creative workspaces, such as the Lakeside
Centre run by Bow Arts; community-led and international festivals;
a community radio station and archive, and the recent award of
Creative People and Places funding from Arts Council England.

Previously, Adriana spent seven years embedding culture into London’s Queen Elizabeth
Olympic Park, before and after the London 2012 Games, and has written books on best

practice public art.

David Robinson

David Robinson is a community worker and writer in east London.
He currently leads the Relationships Project, seeking to build a
better society by building better relationships. Working with others,
the Project is assembling a body of knowledge on relationship
centred practice and design, and developing methods and models
for applying that learning, place by place.

He is a co-founder of several organisations including Community

Links, Discover and Shift, where is now co-chair, and is a founding director at Social Finance
where he also chairs the Impact Incubator.
